5. PROJECT DISCUSSION:

a. USAFR

The U.S. Air Force Reserve did not submit any future projects for joint consideration. The projects discussed were from the 914th Air Lift Wing located in Niagara Falls and briefed by Col Teauseau and Mr. Battista.  A Maintenance Facility which is a joint project with the 107 ANG and funded by the USAR will be going out to bid this FY.  The other project discussed was a C-130 Flight Simulator breaking ground this year.


b. USANG

The U.S. Air National Guard did not submit any future projects for joint consideration.  The projects discussed were from Stratton ANG located in Scotia, NY.  They were the relocation of a Aero-Medical Facility, Fire Department Addition and the relocation of Supply Facilities.  Two projects from the 174th ANG in Syracuse, New York were briefed next.  A Reaper Facility being built on Fort Drum.  One facility is in design and the other is in construction.  Lt Col Oaksford also mentioned that the main gate for the Syracuse ANG Base is being designed and will be constructed to meet ATFP standards. (Note:  Two parcels of land are available: 10 Acre Lot, and 80 Acre Lot.  Also a 4,000 SF vacant building is available).




5. PROJECT DISCUSSION (Cont):


c. USMCR

The U.S. Marine Corp Reserve did not submit any future projects for joint consideration. Mr. Connor briefed that the USMCR has two projects planned at their Brooklyn Reserve Center Site. The first project is a Vehicle Maintenance Facility, currently funded, 100% designed and scheduled for construction this summer.  The second project is an 8,000 SF Storage facility which is on the 2016 FYDP.

d. USAR

The U.S. Army Reserve requested the board review 2 projects for joint consideration. The first project is a Reserve Center and OMS in Penn Yan, NY, and the other is a Reserve Center in Orangeburg, NY.

e. NYARNG 

The New York Army National Guard discussed two projects funded in the current FYDP, none of which had been recommended for joint construction.  Also discussed was a Vehicle Maintenance Shop being planned in Glenville, NY, Readiness Center addition in Troy, NY and a USP&FO Warehouse all of which are not currently considered for joint construction.

F. USNR

The U.S. Navy Reserve was not present at the meeting and did not submit any future projects for consideration.









6. PROJECT RECOMMENDATIONS:


USAR & NYARNG

a. Penn-Yan, Geneva NY: The USAR is trying to develop a project for that area, but the unit is too small for a go it alone project.  The possibility of a joint project with the NYARNG unit located at the Geneva Armory and acquiring new land, may work.

b. Orangeburg, NY:  The NYARNG and USAR have indicated the need for a new facility in Orangeburg, Rockland County.  The NYARNG has a facility in Orangeburg with a total of 14 acres that is undersized for the assigned units.  The USAR has a facility on 20 acres that likewise requires replacement or total rehabilitation. The NYARNG and USAR propose the DoD support an AFRC in the Orangeburg area.
