2.  Mr. Ralph Thorn, USA Res., 88th RSC ARIM –  Only one USAR stand alone site/facility remaining in OR, located in Eugene.  No future projects currently scheduled. Potential for future potential joint project in Linn County if sites are BRAC’d discussed.
3.  Mr. Harold Rubin, US Naval Reserves: Identified two USNR facility/sites in OR; one in Portland and one at Springfield AFRC jointly with ORARNG.  No future projects currently scheduled.
4.  Mr. Douglas Connor, USMC Reserves: Identified USMCR has two (2) facility/sites in OR; one in Portland and one in the Springfield occupy the Springfield AFRC jointly with ORARNG.  No future projects currently scheduled.   
5.  Mr. Jim Willeford, ORARNG:  Reviewed top ten prioritized Major Construction projects listed on Long Range Construction Plan (LRCP) for 2014.  ORARNG has three joint projects, Joint Forces Headquarters, a 2016 FYDP project, Klamath Falls AFRC, Phase II scheduled to be build in 2021 and the Linn/Benton County AFRC scheduled to be built in 2033.
